Nonpermanent Resident Aliens are individuals seeking temporary entry to the U.S. for a specific

purpose, business or pleasure. This group may include intra-company transferees, temporary

workers/trainees, visitors for business or pleasure, students, etc. Various types of visa classification

documentation will apply. All non-permanent resident aliens must provide evidence of a valid,

acceptable visa. A copy of the unexpired visa must be included in the loan file evidencing one of the

following visa classes common non-immigrant visa classifications are:
